Springdale Planning Commission Regular Meeting
Thursday, March 2, 2017 Public Hearing

Springdale Town Hall – Council Chambers 

The media and public were duly notified of the date, time, and place of this meeting.

Member(s) Present:  Chairman Jeff Hendrix, Members Keith Driggers, Bill Jordan, and Town Administrator Jeff Stilwell.  
Member(s) Absent:  Member Lynn Hutchinson.  
I. Call to Order

Chairman Hendrix called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.  A quorum was present.  Member Jordan participated in the meeting by phone.  
II. Invocation

Member Driggers provided the invocation.  
III. Consent Agenda
A. The Commission, on motion of Member Driggers, seconded by Member Jordan, voted unanimously to adopt the agenda.  
IV. Public Hearing
A. Text Amendment changing Zoning Ordinance 2.8.4.  The Commission entered into the public hearing at 6:01 P.M.  Administrator Stilwell explained that the purpose of the amendment was to change the nominating process for the Design and Review Board so that the Town Council would vote on the board members instead of the candidates being appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council.  Administrator Stilwell informed the Commission that the amendment had been put forth by request of the Mayor and was in keeping with other municipalities’ practices.  Mr Uriah Avila asked what the change would mean and Administrator Stilwell explained the present process and that this is not done with other boards and commissions and that this amendment would change the ordinance to be in keeping with the other boards.  
B. Rezoning of tax map # 005697-05-006 located at 381 Wattling Road from R-1 to Public.  Administrator Stilwell informed the Commission that the rezoning of the property would be necessary for Lexington County School District 2 to use as part of its renovation of Springdale Elementary School.  Chairman Hendrix asked what the next step would be after this meeting and Administrator Stilwell responded that after the public hearing and the Commission’s recommendation, Town Council will then have two readings to rezone the property.  Mr. Don Flak sought clarification on whether a strip of land bordering the rest of the Parrish Plantation development was owned by the development and Administrator Stilwell responded that it was actually DOT right-of-way.  Member Jordan asked for a summary of the comment as it was difficult for him to hear Mr. Flak and Administrator Stilwell relayed the information to him.  Administrator Stilwell also discussed the purchase of the property bordering John Wayne Drive as a buffer.  Member Jordan asked how many people were in attendance tonight and Administrator Stilwell responded with fifteen.  Ms. Vivian Williams asked how long Council’s approval would take and Administrator Stilwell responded that the first reading would take place at the Town Council Regular Meeting on March 7 and then the second reading would be either at a special called meeting or the next Town Council meeting on March 21 or April 4.  Chairman Hendrix asked where Ms. Williams could find this information and Administrator Stilwell responded that it would be posted on the Town’s website and the bulletin board in Town Hall.  Ms. Oneta Poovey also asked when the second reading would be and Administrator Stilwell stated that it would depend on whether Council called for a special meeting.   Mr. Flak asked about the rezoning of the property on John Wayne Drive and Administrator Stilwell responded that it was not being considered at this meeting but would receive a public hearing at a later time.  The Commission exited the public hearing at 6:11 P.M.    
V. Planning Commission Recommendations to Council
A. Text Amendment changing Zoning Ordinance 2.8.4.  The Commission, on motion of Member Driggers, seconded by Member Jordan, voted unanimously to recommend the change in Zoning Ordinance 2.8.4 to permit the Council to appoint members of the Design and Review Board.  
B. Rezoning of tax map # 005697-05-006 located at 381 Wattling Road from R-1 to Public.  The Commission, on motion of Member Driggers, seconded by Member Jordan, voted unanimously to recommend rezoning of 381 Wattling Road from R-1 to Public.  
VI. Adjourn

The Commission, on a motion by Member Driggers, seconded by Member Jordan, voted unanimously to adjourn at 6:14 P.M.
